fols. 16r-16v: Latin poem in hexameters (‘Ianus ad Maximu[m]’, <inc> Queris cur duplici fingar sic,
Maxime, uultu; <exp> Bella gerens segetisq[ue] paru[m] sed plurima uina);

fols. 16v-20v: poem in blank verse (‘Al Sole’, <inc> Tu, dal cui nome ancor Tessaglia et Tempe;
<exp> un altro Gian ti mostrerremo Apollo);

fols. 20v-21v: blank;

fols. 22r-124v: many poems (most by Simeoni; some by other poets, including: Giovan Battista Dati
[fol. 36r] and Lasca [fols. 36v-37r]).
