A8r-H11r: RVF 1-266 (‘Sonetti, e canzoni di m[esser] Francesco Petrarca. Jn uita di m[adonna]
Laura’);

H12r-L8v: RVF 267-366 (‘Sonetti, e canzoni, di m[esser] Francesco Petrarca. Jn morte di m[adonna]

P7v-P11r: three canzoni by Guido Cavalcanti (‘Donna mi prega; perche uoglio dire’), Dante Alighieri
(‘Cosi nel mio parlar uoglio esser aspro’), and Cino da Pistoia (‘La dolce uista, e ’l bel guardo soaue’);

P11v-Q5v: alphabetical index of the first lines of RVF (under each letter of the alphabet, sonnets and
canzoni are listed separately in order of appearance);

Q5v: register;
