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NOTES

In his lecture on RVF 31, Passi provides both a detailed paraphrase of the first quatrain of the
sonnet and an interpretation of its content, by focusing on the mortal condition of human beings, the
immortality of the soul, the nature of the heavens, and the various forms of eternal glory of the
blessed.

Reference is made (among others) to some RVF poems (including RVF 344 and 345) and some
capitoli of the Triumphi (including Triumphus Mortis I), and Albertus Magnus, Ariosto, Aristotle,
Augustine, Bernard of Clairvaux, Cicero, Euripides, Lactantius, Manilius, Ovid, Plato, Pope
Anastasius I, Pope Clement V, Porphyry, Sophocles, St. Luke, St. Paul, Statius, Torquato Tasso, and
Virgil.
