NOTES

Carrari analyses Petrarch’s dispersa in the light of his interest in the regional history of Romagna,
focusing on the historical events recalled in the canzone. In his Espositione, Carrari lists a great
variety of sources, including orators (Cicero), philosophers (Aristotle), historians (Plutarch,
Pompeius Trogus, Sallust, Thucydides, Valerius Maximus), playwrights (Terence), Latin and
vernacular poets (Dante and his commentators, Virgil).
